Level –  Intermediate

	Maximum Ride

Level – Low 
	Fourteen-year-old Maximum Ride is not your typical teenager. She's one of a group of genetically engineered children who have wings and are able to fly. They escaped from the school where they were created and tortured, and are living together in the woods. Max leads her five feisty "family" members on a journey of action, adventure, and soul-seeking.



	City of Bones

Level – Low 
	A story about Shadowhunters- people who have been trained since childhood to fight and slay the downworlders, demons and faeries that attempt to create havoc on earth. 



	Artemis Fowl (Book 1)
Level –  Intermediate  
	A combination of Sherlock Holmes, James Bond, and Attila the Hun, even Artemis doesn't know what he's taken on when he kidnaps a fairy — because these fairies are armed and dangerous, and don't play by any rules.


	Lightning Thief

Level – Low 
	Classic Greek mythology is mixed with modern adventure in this series. Percy discovers he is the son of Poseidon, God of the Sea. Percy is sent to a summer camp on Long Island, but trouble starts all over again when Percy is sent on a quest to prevent war on Mount Olympus.



	The Alchemyst

Level –  Intermediate   
	In the first book of the "Secrets of the Immortal Nicholas Flamel" series, fifteen-year-old twins Josh and Sophie learn that they are part of the prophecy written in the Codex, the ancient book that is at the center of the struggles between members of the Elder Race. When the Codex is stolen, the twins become entangled in a war that involves Golems, wereboars, and other horrifying creatures.

Level –  Low
